Studio Course Descriptions EHiBEH

Course: Pictorial Problems I: Illustration (Pictorial Fantasy Illustration)

Instructors: Cheryl Griesbach and Stanley Martucci (cherylgriesbach.com)

Ideas and concepts will be reinforced through an in-depth exploration of fantasy illustrations in
film and print. Traditional reference sources will be used to fashion unusual characters in fairy-
tale landscapes. Students will create a glowing picture of strange and compelling creatures and
distant worlds. Assignments will be tailored to individual pictorial preferences from child-
inspired storytelling to sophisticated image realism. All media can be explored—from colored
pencil and gouache to acrylic and oil—to best develop intriguing and suggestive images. Fantasy
imagery can be a bold addition to your portfolio.

Course: 3D Art

Instructor: Kevin O’Callaghan

This class is about thinking conceptually and creating dimensionally. You'll learn about the
integrity of materials, and how to use them to your advantage. You will be taught skills like
model making and casting, carpentry, and sculpting, or whatever your project dictates you learn.
There is no limit. This program pushes you to do whatever it takes to make your ideas a reality.
The biggest and craziest ideas are encouraged and supported throughout the whole process of
becoming “real.” It’s about taking your idea to the next level and going in for that last pitch that
separates you from everyone else. This class will leave you prepared and able to face any of the
obstacles in the real world. After this class, everything else might actually seem easy. You'll
leave here with a strong sense of yourself as well as a confidence to take anything on.

Course: Figure Drawing

Instructor: Annette Rusin

We will explore drawing through a variety of mediums, including pencil, charcoal, pastel, sumi
ink and brush, scratchboard and acrylics. Working exclusively from the live nude, students will
become familiar with the principles of drawing such as line, tone, mass, light, composition,
positive/negative space, scale, linear perspective, atmospheric perspective and analytical
observation. We will do all of this in a supportive atmosphere with an emphasis on individual
goals and levels of experience. Discussion of student work will be an ongoing group activity. The
goal is for each student to complete the course with a newfound excitement about drawing and
a sense of direction in the development of his or her drawings for the future.
